Requirements for Registration with U.S. Embassy/Consulate
The Office of Global Health Affairs (OGHA), DHHS, has clarified that registration with the US Embassy or Consulate is only required when:

(1)  Traveler is on duty in a country listed by OGHA as "sensitive"

OR

(2)  Traveler is on duty in any country for a period exceeding 14 consecutive days.
