The NCI Executive Committee in cooperation with the NCI Office of Management has established a steering committee for MEO transition of the extramural activities support services.  The committee will serve as a focal point for information exchange and dissemination to NCI staff.  The committee has volunteer representatives from each Division and some programs within the Institute and includes Division Directors, Branch Chiefs, and other supervisors.  The representatives are your first points of contact for accurate and reliable information about the extramural support services MEO and A76.  You are encouraged to discuss with them any problems, issues, concerns, or suggestions you may have related to the transition to the MEO and post-transition, the NIH Transition Center, and administrative tasks/processes not covered by the MEO.  Issues of importance to the NCI community will be brought to the committee.

The committee has met several times in the past few weeks and will continue to meet weekly to exchange information and discuss various topics and questions surrounding the transition.  It will interact with the NIH Transition Team, the MEO and Hub managers, the NCI Executive Committee and Office of Management, and other parties and will publish updates to help you to better understand the A76 initiative, the MEO, and the Transition Center.
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
