NCI Administrative Information Advisory Group

The NIH is undergoing major changes in the area of administrative information technology.  The creation of the NBRSS, the Data Warehouse, nVision and the development of SOFiE, the next generation of VSOF, promise the administrative community functionality never available before.  However, successfully developing high-quality systems is challenging and highly dependent on close involvement from the user community during development.  The NCI Administrative Information Advisory Group (AIAG) has been established to represent the administrative information needs of the NCI Office of Management and serve as an advisory group to the Associate Director for Administrative Operations and the Deputy Director for Management, NCI as these systems are developed and implemented.  
The group was initially established as the NCI Data Warehouse (DW) Advisory Committee.  However, the creation of nVision and the natural integration of nVision and DW with NBRSS coupled with significant use of VSOF required that the focus of the group be broadened to include all of the other primary administrative information systems used by OM staff.  The purpose of the groups is to ensure that the needs of the NCI Office of Management and FMB staff are met by the new information systems.  The group will actively review progress on each system and become involved in development and implementation activities as well as system reviews as new modules come on line.   AIAG members will participate in pilot tests and development sessions and serve as subject matter experts during the design and implementation of new systems and reports whenever possible.   The group receives monthly updates on the status of these activities to ensure that appropriate members of the user community are aware of the progress made on each activity and to ensure that NIH activities are addressing the needs of NCI’s administrators.    The recommendations and advice from this committee will be shared with the NIH Business Intelligence Advisory Committee.  

The AIAG is chaired by Bob Barber who also chairs the NIH Business Intelligence Advisory Committee.
